Accounting Information Systems (444)
Team Project and Presentation
This semester-long field project requires that your team study an accounting information system of a real world company, writes reports, and makes a presentation on the system.

The Teams: Each team should consist of 4-7 students. You select your own teammates from the class. In forming the team, for a good match you may want to consider potential member's schedule, background (diverse backgrounds tend to complement each other), and grade expectation.
The Company: Search for a real world company/business that you would like to capture its Accounting System, it can be a large company or a small home business located in Kuwait. Submit a 1 page summary of the company name and its main operations to the instructor for approval
Your Mission: your overall mission is to study the business and its accounting system, design an accounting information system for them, turn in a report, and make a presentation. Detailed requirements for the report and the presentation are given below.

Code of Behavior as a Team Member: As a team member, you are expected to contribute your fair share to the success of the project. You should behave in accordance with your team best interest. Through due process, a team can expel a team member if s/he fails to fulfill his/her membership obligation. A member who is expelled form the team will receive no credit for this project.

When a team member fails to fulfill his/her obligation, the team must complete the following steps before the member can be expelled: (1) give a verbal warning, (2) render a written warning, and (3) file a complaint with the instructor who should decide the merit of such action.
Note that each member will turn in an individual confidential activity evaluation form, allotting participation points to all team members.
Project Report Paper:

12 double spaced pages maximum [in times new roman 12 font (25 points). The report should put everything we have covered throughout the semester together. This report should include the following:

1.  Introduction and Overview of the company: provide a general introduction to your report that present the outflow of the report. Also background description of the company (e.g. history, type, location, and size of business) 
2. Description of the revenue cycle: Study carefully the company's revenue cycle and all activities that support the revenue generation process. How does the business process its revenue transactions? What and how source documents are used in the processes? Describe the procedure of handling, depositing, and recording the receipts in the bank 
3. Description of the accounting system currently in use: describe the company's accounting system and how is utilized in their business activities, what benefits it provides the company, and how IT is being used to enhance and improve its functionality. 
4. Provide a relational diagram of the database tables and their relationships. As well as a simple REA diagram of the business. Provide an REA diagram with cardinalities based on your description of the company's business process. Highlight the entities (event in particular) in the REA diagram first. Then, explain its cardinalities, focusing on the unique aspects of the diagram. Insert the diagrams in the main report
5. Database Design and Description: In the report, briefly explain how the database is built, what attribute is used as the primary key in each table, and how each of the relationship between the tables is established (assignment of foreign keys). 
Project Presentation

Your presentation should include all points from the above requirements. At least 3 students in your team must speak for at least 2-3 minutes each. Presentation time should be around 10-15 minutes for each team. Expect to answer questions immediately following the presentation. Effective visual aid must be used. Make sure your presentation is interesting and enjoyable
A brief Guide for Report Writing: When writing your report, keep the following points in mind:

1. The report should appear professional with neat appearance, proper section      headings and subheadings, and free of grammatical and spelling errors.

2. Assume that the reader has very little background knowledge of the                  company that you are writing about. Your report should be well-organized,      concise, and understandable by your classmates.

3. Whenever you make an assertion, support it with facts or reasons.

Each team will email the professor the following:
